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Metalforming involves high-powered machines. Machine guards are

in place to protect you from hazards on the job.

* Never remove, disable or try to bypass a machine guard.

* Never use a machine with a guard that is not working properly.

¢ Always follow appropriate safety procedures when operating
presses and other machines.

¢ Always report unsafe conditions to your supervisor.

* Don’t go where you don’t belong!
